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Social Media Stream

The term social media refers to the use of webbased and mobile technologies to tun
communication into interactive dialogue. Also is a group of Internetbased applications that build
on the ideological and technological foundations of Web 2.0, and that allow the creation and
exchange of usergenerated content." Social mediaare mediafor social interaction, as a superset
beyond social communication, but mainly still communicating just interactively using ubiquitously
accessible and scalable communicatiotechniques.

One characteristic shared by both social media and industrial media ighe capability to reach small

or large audiences; for example, either a blog post or a television show may reach no people or
millions of people. Some of the properties that help describe the differences between social media
and industrial media are:

1. Read - both industrial and social media technologies provide scale and are capable of
reaching a global audience.

2. Accessibility - social media tools are generally available to the public at little or no cost.

3. Usability - most social media production does notrequire specialized skills and training,
or requires only modest reinterpretation of existing skills; in theory, anyone with access
can operate the means of social media production.

4. Immediacy - the time lag between communications produce by social media & be
short, can be capable of virtually instantaneous responses; only the participants
determine any delay in response.

5. Permanence- a production from social media can be altered almost instantaneously by

comments or editing.

fly.

Sharing your presentation with others makes it likely that your message will go far beyond
the conferenceroom walls. It also safeguards your presentation-- no matter what happens
to your original copy, your presentation is safely available and backed up elsewhere.

There are other, more immediate benefits, too. By sharing your presentation, you give youl
audience the ogion to download the slides and study them instead of frantically taking
notes during your talk.

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Microblogging is a broadcast medium in the form of blogging. A microblogdiffers from a
traditional blog in that its content is typically smaller in both actual and aggregate file
size. Microblogs "allow users to exchange small elements of content such as shot
sentences, individual images, or video links" .(Wikipedia
http :// _enwikipedia.org/ wiki/ Microblogging).

Microblogging is a web service that allows the subscriber to broadcast short messages to
other subscribers of the service. Microposts can be made public on a Web site and/or
distributed to a private group of subscribers. Subscribers can read microblog posts online
or request that updates be delivered in real time to their desktop as an instant message or
sent to a mobile device as an SMS text message.

The appeal of microblogging is both its immediacy and portability. Posts are brief
(typically 140 & 200 characters) and can be written or received with a variety of

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Social Bookmarking is a method for Internet users to organize, store, manage and search fo
bookmarks of resources online. Unlike file sharing, the resources themselves aren't shared, mere
bookmarks that reference them.

Descriptions may be added to these bookmarks in the form of metadata, so users may understanc
the content of the resource without fi rst needing to download it for themselves.

Such descriptions may be free text comments, votes irfavor of or against its quality, or tags that
collectively or collaboratively become a folksonomy.

These include
video formats such as MPE&4, MPEG, VOB, and .WMV. It also supports 3GP, allowing videos to be
uploaded from mobile phones. Videos with progressive scanning or interlaced scanning can be
uploaded, but for the best videoquality, YouTube prefers interlaced videos to be deinterlaced prior
to uploading.

All the video formats on YouTube use progressive scanning. One of the key features of YouTube is
the ability of users to view its videos on web pages outside the site. Eab YouTube video is
accompanied by a piece of HTML, which can be used to embed it on a page outside the YouTube
website. This functionality is often used to embed YouTube videos in social networking pages and
blogs. Embedding, as well as ranking and commeing, can be disabled by the video owner.

The other photos that were
uploaded are still stored on the site and links to these images in blog posts reain active. Free
users can also contribute any one photo to a maximum of 10 photo pools. If a free account is
inactive for 90 consecutive days, Flickr reserves the right to delete it. For a free account, no one
(including the account owner) can access theoriginal file. If the account is upgraded to a pro
account, then the original files are available for download (Wikipedia:

Picasais an image organizer and image viewer for organizing and editing digital photos, plus an
integrated photo-sharing website. Picasa has a search bar that is always visible whewiewing the
library. Searches are live, so that displayed items are filtered as you type. The search bar will
search filenames, captions, tags, folder names, and other metadata. It allows users with accounts at
Google to store and share 1 GB of large phos for free. Storage is unlimited for photos 2048x2048
pixels or smaller for Google+ users, and for photos 800x800 for everyone else. Videos less than 15
minutes long also don't count towards the limit. After the limit is reached, photos are automatically
resized (Wikipedia:http :// enwikipedia.org/ wiki/ Picassg.

Delicious (formerly del.icio.us pronounced "delicious") is a social bookmarking web service for
storing, sharing, and discoveringweb bookmarks Delicious uses a norhierarchical classification
system in which users can tag each of their bookmarks with freely chosen index terms(generating
a kind of folksonomy). A combined view of everyone's bookmarks with a given tag is available; for
instance, the URMdelicious.com/tag/ wiki displays all of the most recent links tagged "wiki". Its
collective nature makes it possible to view bookmarks added by other users.

Delicious has a "hotlist" on its home page and "popular” and "recent" pages, which help to make the
website a conveya of Internet memesand trends. All bookmarks posted to Delicious are publicly
viewable by default, although users can mark specific bookmarks as private, and imported
bookmarks are private by default. The public aspect is emphasized; the site is not focudeon
storing private ("not shared") bookmark collections. Delicious linkrolls, tagrolls, network badges,
RSS feeds, and the site's daily blog posting feature can be used to display bookmarks on weblogs
(Wikipedia: http :// enwikipedia.org/ wiki/ Delicious_(website).
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
